(panga) to cross to Espíritu Santo Island. Upon 
arrival on the island, the guides will explain the 
safety measures and proper use of the equipment 
and kayak. Before starting the first paddle, we will 
have lunch, and then we will begin our adventure. 
We will paddle beneath spectacular volcanic cliffs 
and finally reach the first of many beaches to set up 
camp, relax, and enjoy the evening and sunset with a 
margarita in hand.

We will continue paddling, exploring more corners 
of the island. Among the bays, we will find colonies 
of seabirds and other animals that inhabit the island. 
We will arrive at a new beach to have lunch and 
take a rest. In the afternoon, we will explore the 
area either by hiking or snorkeling in the coral reefs. 
We will end the day with dinner and our traditional
