RESERVATIONS AND DEPOSITS:

Deposit: To confirm a spot on any of our trips, the client must make a deposit of
50% of the total price.

= Full Payment: The total amount must be paid 60 days prior to the trip depar-
ture date.

= Ifthe client books within 60 days of the trip departure date, the full payment
required for the service must be made at the time of booking.

REFUNDS AND CANCELLATIONS:

100% Refund: If the client cancels the reservation 2 months before the trip
departure date, INDOMITO will issue a 100% refund of the amount paid, minus
an administrative fee of $100.00 USD per person.

50% Refund: If the client cancels the reservation 1 month before the trip de-
parture date, INDOMITO will issue a 50% refund of the amount paid.

No Refund: No refunds will be issued for cancellations made within the month

prior to the trip departure.

TRIP CANGELLATION:

In the unlikely event that INDOMITO cancels a trip due to a lack of participants or
due to unforeseen circumstances, the client will be notified 1 month before the
trip departure date. In this case, INDOMITO will issue a full refund of the amount
paid. INDOMITO is not responsible for expenses incurred in trip preparation,
such as non-refundable flight tickets, personal equipment purchases, etc.



PORT CLOSURE:

We understand that weather conditions can be unpredictable, and the safety of
our travelers is our priority. If the Port Authority of La Paz decides to close the
port due to adverse weather conditions before or during your experience, we
will adjust the itinerary to ensure your safety, either by advancing or delaying
the start or end of the trip. INDOMITO will cover an additional night of accom-
modation and the corresponding meals to ensure you are well taken care of. If it
becomes necessary to extend the stay beyond one night due to the same cause,
we unfortunately will not be able to cover these additional costs, but we will be
happy to assist you with the logistics.

INDOMITO highly recommends purchasing travel insurance in case the trip
needs to be canceled due to unforeseen circumstances.
